In the latter part of the summer holidays we received the GCSE, AS, A level and BTEC 
examination results.  Once again these were outstanding with GCSE 5+ A*-C rates at 
88%.  When English and Maths are included this was nearly 70% compared to a UK 
figure of 56%.  A’ Levels were also excellent and it was good to learn that all the 
students who had applied for university places reached the grades necessary to take 
them up. Year 10 students who took mathematics at the end of the year were once 
again successful with almost all reaching the targets that had been set.

LAST CHANCE FOR BERLIN RESIDENTAL 

There are only a few places left for the residential trip to Berlin. This is a fantastic opportunity to    

experience the language, culture and rich history of one of Europe’s most vibrant capital cities.     

Students will have the opportunity to delve into the life of East Germany through visits to the DDR 

Museum and Check Point Charlie.  Students will see two of Europe’s most recognisable land marks in 

the Brandenburg Gate and the Reichstag.  A trip to Berlin zoo will be included as will be the             

opportunity to window shop at Channel and Gucci with a stroll down the opulent Kurfürstendamm 

and much more. We will embark on the morning of 7th October and return to PRS by the end of 

school on  Monday 10th October. All that is required to take part is to bring a €30 deposit to either Mr 

Dunkerley or Mr Currie. This fantastic opportunity for three nights in the capital with all                       

accommodation and meals included and it just costs a further  €180. The residential is now open to 

all students in years 10, 11.

ACTIVITIES WEEK JULY 2011 

 

This year’s arts taster day was offered to PRS students in Y7, and to pupils in Y6 from our three partner schools.  The 
day was organised and presented by SCE’s adviser for the arts, Joy Harris, who put a tremendous amount of planning 
and effort into the day, and to whom all the participating schools are very grateful indeed.  The day comprised a se-
ries of activities based around the notion of bringing Shakespeare to life and taking his works from page to stage 
by offering students a creative journey into the works of William Shakespeare. 
 
The day was entitled Stand Up For Shakespeare in recognition of the Royal Shakespeare Company’s initiative to bring 
the Bard’s work to life in schools, enabling children, young people and teachers to explore Shakespeare’s plays active-
ly and practically in the classroom.  There was a range of exciting activities for the students to undertake, including 
acting, music-making, dance and Elizabethan cookery, and they were able to use and develop their creativity and 
their imagination in a range of ways.  
 
The students were overwhelmingly positive about the day, with the great majority saying they had found all of the 
day’s activities rewarding.
